Right onto rt 10
north for 0.8 miles. Turn left (west) at traffic light onto Sherman Ave
(there is a Dunkin Donuts on the corner). Parking lot is 0.2 miles on

Maltby Lakes, West Haven. For GPS use: 585 Derby Ave, West
Haven. From Branford: Take 195 south toward New Haven to exit
47, MLK Blvd. Take MLK/Rte 34 west to Grasso Blvd (Rte 10/Rte
34). Turn right onto Grasso Blvd, then first left, staying on Rte 34
(Derby Ave). Go 1.6 miles on Derby Ave. Entrance gate is on the
right. This is just past Maltby Lake #1, visible from Rte 34.

From the Wilbur Cross Parkway: Take exit 57 or 58 to Rte 34 east,
toward New Haven.

Go 2.3 miles, to Plainfield Avenue. Make a U-turn and drive back
about 1/4 mile to the entrance, on the right. If you miss Plainfield,
you can make the U-turn just past the Krauszer's Food Store or the
Mobil gas station, which are both located in the median strip of Rte
34. Water Company property; no dogs. Joint with New Haven Hiking

Weber Woods, Westbrook. Going North on 195, take Westbrook Exit 64.
Go left at end of exit onto Horse Hill Road going toward Deep River. After
you pass the Messerschmidt Pond boat launch on the right, the dirt road
entrance to Weber Woods is about 200 feet on the left and has a
Cockaponset State Forest sign.

Going South on 195, take Westbrook Exit 64. Go right at the end of the
exit onto Horse Hill Road and follow the directions above. Going East on
Rt 80, go through Madison and Killingworth and keep going toward Deep
River. Go right onto Rt 145. The dirt road entrance to Weber Woods is a
short distance on the right. If you pass Messerschmidt Pond you've gone
too far.
